
Paradise Street Liverpool  

The massive development of 42 Acres of Liverpool’s main shopping centre is now well  
underway. The project is one of the largest city centre regeneration projects in Europe. It 
will result in 30 individually designed buildings in six distinct districts. There will be over 
one million square feet of shopping. 

The construction phase has started and is 
scheduled for completion in 2008, when 
Liverpool will be the European Capital of 
Culture. Between now and then, to help 
keep the project on schedule, a complex 
installation of temporary power distribution 
will be required.

are already providing power for site transformers, site offices, the all important canteen, as 
well as tower cranes, site lighting and sub Mains Distribution Assemblies.  

The main car park, which required excavation four stories down into the ground, is  
illuminated by IP65 fluorescent fittings powered via arctic grade cable. Other critical areas 
of the site will be floodlit by 400W Metal Halide luminaires.  

The scale of the development has meant that provision has had to  
be made for future loading of the Mains Distribution Assemblies.
