There is a requirement for a shipping container to have an electrical power supply when temperature sensitive products
such as food or chemicals are being transported and cooling or refrigeration is required. The electrical power needs to be
available whilst aboard ship as well as at the dockside or other storage area.

The Blakley Electrics Reefer Supply Units are fitted with BSEN60309-2 reefer sockets. The electrical distribution consists of
main isolator, each socket protected by an MCB and double pole RCD in order to provide quick identification of reason for
failure, overload, earth leakage or short circuit.

The steel enclosure is finished in a powder coat paint finish which was zinc phosphate pre-treated to offer maximum
protection against the elements. The reefer sockets are IP67 rated.

The Reefer Supply Units are mounted on a steel plate such that the unit can be easily re-positioned to suit the regular
position changing of the shipping containers and ‘pegged’ to the ground. The cabling is via concrete ducting, which is
similarly repositioned with ease.

The pictured units are in use at Prince Charles Container Docks at Southampton and Tilbury docks. Similar units have been
installed on site at Dover docks with the RCD mounted on a nearby Armco barrier and the Reefer Sockets mounted on
wheeled units to suit the container positioning.
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
